c) How does Paul refute these reasons and what does it tell us about sexual sin? 

d) How does verse 15 warn us to avoid sexual sin? 

e) What do you think verse 18 means by saying that sexual sin is a sin against our own body? 

f) What sexual sins or temptations do you personally need to flee from (verse 18)? What can you specifically do to 

keep as far from them as possible?
